A Servant’s Reflection … Kneeling, oddly enough is now sometimes associated with 

the reference of NFL (Football).  This originated with one player kneeling during the Na-

tional Anthem in   protest for a cause he believed in.  Following his initial protest nu-

merous others followed his lead, even to the extent of entire teams protesting.  The 

individual that originally kneeled had a cause and he “Stood” for it.  Whether we think 

his cause was OK or not, or if the platform, during the Nation Anthem was OK or not, 

he continued to stand for his belief.  Do we stand for what we believe in?  OR are we 

worrying more about what others around us (our culture) might think and let that be 

our yes or no?  For me as a parent of children in school I find myself at times with more drive 

to get the kids to a   movie, practice, party or even a game as opposed to confession, daily 

Mass, or saying no to a practice on a Sunday.  Unfortunately, by saying yes to the “exciting” 

things such as a sporting event, when it conflicts with something faith based or something im-

portant to the family life, we say NO to GOD … allowing the wrong to continue culturally!  We 

all lead others such as our kids, neighbors, friends, piers, parishioners, etc. by our actions, each 

time we say yes to society and no to God we teach others what “is” important and ultimately 

deter them from God.  Matthew 5:37, “Let your yes mean yes and your no mean 

no…”  God gives us all tests daily; our goal is to pass the test!  It can be easy, for the 

most part to say yes to what society says is ok but to do what is right, it takes a No 

sometimes!
